This charming, abandoned 

crab shanty (top) hasn’t seen any business in 

25 years, and that’s a perfect introduction to 

Deal Island, a peninsula with several water-

men villages that extend into the Chesapeake 

Bay and Tangier Sound in Somerset County. 

The lower Chesapeake Bay is also home to 

nesting Brown Pelicans (left). This iconic 

southern waterbird has been expanding its 

range north for several decades. Breeding 

birds first showed up in Maryland in the 

1980s. An Ocean City fisherman displays a 

feisty American lobster (above) caught on the 

Atlantic continental shelf.

aryland’s most cherished nickname is “America in 
Miniature,” coined by National Geographic magazine 
in 1927. The phrase derives from our varied landforms, 

stretching from sandy Atlantic beaches, across Piedmont foothills, 
and rising with the Appalachian Mountains. The state’s most cele-
brated natural feature is the Chesapeake Bay, harboring abundant 
bird life and seafood by the bushel. Maryland’s cultural traditions 
are as varied as the landscape, as each region of the state has 
carved out its own identity. Only eight states are smaller, but 
Maryland is a place of great character and spirit. Little wonder that 
Maryland retains a higher percentage of its native sons and daugh-
ters as life-long residences than any other state in America.
